Requirements for reviewing monographs for SLW
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Time and territorial scope of the reviewed publication: Monographs published in the current and previous year (in relation to the date of issue of SLW in which the review appears). Monographs published in European Union and NATO countries.
2. Bibliographic data: Author/authors, Book title, Publisher, Year of publication, Number of pages, ISBN. 
3. Introduction: Brief presentation of the book's topics, Context of publication (why is the topic important, are there other works on the topic, topic relevance).
4. Purpose of publication: What are the research goals of the book? Does the author clearly state the main foundations of the work?
5. Structure of the book: Division into chapters, logic of the structure; Brief discussion of individual parts of the book (what includes and encompasses the whole).
6. Time and territorial limits of publication (if any, depending on the subject of the monograph): What time period does the author describe and what territory does he/she focus on?
7. Scientific workshop: Research methods (are they adequate to the topics, research and modern), Quality of analysis of the subject literature (can the author download from current sources), Method of current results (are they clear, can they be checked), Argumentation and logic of the argument. Are the research problems and hypothesis clearly defined?
8. Content: Does the book bring new content to the fields of military logistics? What are the author's conclusions and conclusions? Are the elements of solutions or theories possible to apply in practice? Is the own research clearly separated?
9. Language and style: Is the style clear and critical, adequate for scientific work? What is the editorial level of the book (coherence, lack of language errors, specialist terminology)?
10. Significance for the discipline: How is the book written in the area of threat science and military logistics? Will the work have an impact on the development of the area? Practical application (can be used in military operations or logistics in practice).
11. Strengths and weaknesses: Clear advantages of the publication (innovation, lightness of the message, previous methods). Possibility of application (no additional, too general or too specific application).
12. Summary: General assessment of the book. Recommendation regarding its usefulness for the scientific community and practitioners.
