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Introduction
Describe the research problem, justification, research gap, aim, research questions or hypotheses, scope and structure of the article. Explain why the topic is relevant to SLW and what logistics contribution the article provides.
Literature Review / State of Research
Critically discuss current national and international literature relevant to the research problem. Avoid excessive self-citation and unsupported citation additions. Cite only sources that are substantively justified.
Materials and Methods / Methodology
Describe the research perspective, methods, data, analytical procedure, tools, sample, assumptions, validation and limitations. If AI or machine learning tools form part of the methodology, describe their version, input data, parameters and validation procedure.
Results / Analysis
Present the results or analysis in a clear and verifiable manner. Use tables and figures only where they support the argument. Ensure that all tables and figures are numbered, titled and sourced.
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Discussion
Interpret the findings in relation to the literature, practice, limitations and implications for logistics systems. Explain what is new, what is confirmed and what remains uncertain.
Conclusions
Refer back to the research aim, questions or hypotheses. Present the main conclusions, contribution, practical implications, limitations and directions for future research.
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
